	Course Description
	
This course explores how artificial intelligence (AI) is transforming our economies and society, the benefits it may bring, the risks it poses, and what can or should be done to address those risks. The course begins with an analysis of the nature of AI and how AI systems differ from humans. It then examines pressing issues such as algorithmic bias, disinformation, deepfakes, and AI-driven surveillance. It also considers how AI systems are increasingly replacing humans—not only in the workplace, but also for purposes of companionship and even romance. In its final section, the course addresses the potential long-term threats posed by lethal autonomous weapons (LAWS), artificial general intelligence (AGI), and artificial superintelligence (ASI). Classes include a mixture of live lectures, whole-class discussions, and breakout group discussions focused on key questions concerning the social and ethical implications of AI.

	
	Course Objective
	
Artificial intelligence is transforming our lives, economies, and societies, but is this the dawn of a new era in human flourishing or the beginning of humanity’s decline? What benefits and harms is AI expected to bring about? What ethical concerns and questions of distributive justice does it raise? This course is designed to equip students with the knowledge, critical perspectives, and analytical skills needed to examine these questions and to prepare them for a future in which AI is certain to play an increasingly prominent role.
