	Course Description
	East Asia, especially the northeastern region, has achieved remarkable economic growth through the active role of the state. State-led development in the region began first in Japan, followed by South Korea, Taiwan, Hong Kong, and Singapore. China is now following suit and has surpassed all of its neighbors in terms of economic output. In this context, we will examine East Asia’s political economy, i.e., how the political and economic systems impact each other. We begin with the post-War era and the financial crisis in 1997-98, highlighting China’s remarkable rise. Then, we move into the present and future with continued state-led attempts to bolster the science and technology infrastructure. Additional themes covered include: the increasing prevalence of environmental disasters in the region, patterns of immigration, balancing economic growth and economic inequality, and trade-based tensions between China and its trading partners.

Final grades are based on (1) two exams, (2) a team-optional 5-6 page, double-spaced paper (draft a response to the question, “How does the new Cold War impact the political economy of your home country?”), (3) a presentation of the aforementioned paper’s content, (4) two discussions about controversial course content, and (5) attendance. The grade breakdown can be found below (see “Evaluation”).
