	Course Description
	This course offers a comprehensive introduction to the core principles of financial markets, specifically designed for students with no prior background in finance. This course aims to provide a broad, practical overview of the financial markets, focusing on real-world investment environment rather than academic theories. Students will explore the fundamental mechanics of three major asset classes: stocks, bonds, and derivatives. We bridge the gap between academic theory and real-world application by utilizing business press sources such as WSJ (Wall Street Journal) articles. Instead of rote memorization, this course focuses on "decoding" current financial news to understand how global markets operate. Special emphasis is placed on understanding the risk-reward profile of various investment instruments in today’s volatile economy. Students will learn how to identify market trends and interpret corporate financial health through the lens of professional financial journalism. With this course, students will transform from passive news consumers into active, informed observers of the global financial landscape. 

	
	Course Objective
	
· To improve financial literacy, enabling students to make more informed personal or professional financial decisions in the future.
· To master the foundational terminology and concepts of equity, fixed-income, and derivative markets.
· To develop the critical ability to read, analyze, and synthesize professional financial articles from sources like the WSJ.
· To evaluate the risk-return tradeoff in stock market.
· To understand the inverse relationship between bond prices and yields and how central bank policies drive these movements.
· To identify the basic functions of financial derivatives, such as options and futures, and their roles in hedging and speculation.
· To bridge the gap between abstract mathematical formulas and the practical logic of the marketplace.
· To empower students to confidently discuss contemporary financial issues and form their own evidence-based market outlooks.
