Course Overview
This immersive English course hones critical and analytical thinking, reading, speaking, and listening skills—preparing students to confidently communicate in a globalized world.
Using authentic materials and fostering cultural competence, the course will engage students with current news stories and global events, encouraging awareness of worldwide issues and diverse perspectives. Students will explore how these issues impact our interconnected world today.
Course Description
Designed for students looking to move beyond basic conversation, this course focuses on practical, real-world English. Through interactive activities, students will strengthen their speaking and listening skills, developing fluency and accuracy in everyday communication.
This is an active, discussion-based class—you will regularly work in pairs, small groups, and one-on-one with the professor. Expect to move around, participate in role-plays, and engage in debates and presentations.
Students will build their confidence in English by practicing listening, vocabulary, grammar, and—most importantly—conversation. The course uses authentic materials, such as  American and British video clips and broadcasts, to develop listening proficiency and expose students to natural, native-like speech.

· Increase cultural awareness of both American and British English.
