	Course Description
	This course provides an in-depth exploration of international security, focusing on the theoretical frameworks, key concepts, institutional mechanisms, and contemporary issues shaping global security dynamics.
The course begins by examining prominent theories such as Neorealism, Neo-liberalism, Constructivism, Securitization, and Peace Studies. These theoretical perspectives offer diverse lenses for understanding state behavior, power dynamics, and conflict resolution in the international arena. Students will then explore key concepts in international security, including self-defense, alliances, military diplomacy strategies, arms control, collective security, and cooperative security. These concepts provide the foundational tools for analyzing how states and international actors navigate security challenges. Students will discuss security questions with various historical cases. 

The course also covers institutions central to maintaining global security, including the role of the United Nations, peacekeeping operations, arms control agreements, and nuclear strategy and non-proliferation efforts. Finally, students will critically engage with current
issues in international security, such as the international arms trade, counter-terrorism, counter-insurgency, the responsibility to protect (R2P), climate change, the impact of scientific and technological advancements, and the rising importance of cybersecurity. These issues are essential for understanding the evolving threats and opportunities within the global security landscape.
