	Course Description
	In this course, students will experience practical problem solving of real-world problems with real Korean startups (Helper Robotics in this session). Students will treat themselves as strategic consultants for startups. During the semester, you will learn the basic skills you need to have as a strategy consultant for a startup.
Specifically, students read, present, and discuss the selected cases of Korean startups (from Asan Entrepreneurship Review and Harvard Business Cases). After that, students will discuss current issues with the invited actual startup (Helper Robotics), and based on this, they will broaden their understanding of startups. Students will devise and plan strategies for real start-ups.

	
	Course Objective
	In this class, students are exposed to the actual start-up situation and learn about current and real issues. Through this process, students understand the situation of Korean start-ups and become consultants who help start-ups on their own and consider problems together.
The goal of this class is to enhance students' sense of reality, cultivate problem-solving skills, and take the lead in deriving solutions.
